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This half term we will be using the themes of Nocturnal animals to inspire our writing. We are beginning to use commas in a list. For example ‘The wolf has fluffy ears, a pointed muzzle, a black wet nose and two round eyes.  We continue to to use the subordination conjunction ‘because’ and coordinating conjunctions ‘and’ and ‘but’ to enable us to extend our sentences. 
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This half term we will be exploring repeated addition and linking this to multiplication for 2s, 5s and 10s. For example how 2 + 2 + 2 + 2 is the same as 4 X 2.  We are continuing to develop our confidence in using a number line to  add or subtract ten from/to a two-digit number, the tens digit changes.
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In Science we are deepening our knowledge of habitats and how different habitats are more or less suitable for different animals. We will learn how animals get their food from plants and other animals and begin to show this in a food chain beginning with a producer.

	Religious Education
Our concept this term will be waiting. We will be thinking of how we wait during advent and how Christians use this as a time of preparation and waiting on the four Sundays leading up to Christmas. We will discuss why Advent is important for Christians and discuss whether waiting is important for us too.
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This half term we will continue to use Happy Minds to celebrate who we are as individuals, learn about what our character strengths are and how we can celebrate them.
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In Music, the children will be learning all about pitch and duration as well as use a range of tuned and untuned instruments. We will explore the pieces of music ‘Sleigh Ride’ by Leroy Anderson and ‘Jingle Bells’ by James Lord Pierpont before creating our own piece of Christmas music. 
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	Physical Education
In PE we will be learning how to travel and roll in gymnastics before piecing together our routine. We then will move onto Dodgeball and learning to move in different ways, changing speed and direction. In our lessons we will practice throwing using an overarm technique and then apply this in our competitive games.
