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This half term we will be using the themes of homes to inspire our writing. We will be learning to use the subordination conjunction ‘because’ and deepen our learning of the coordinating conjunctions ‘and’ and ‘but’ to enable us to extend our sentences. Another skill we will be learning to utilise is expanded noun phrases to add more detail to our writing. For example ‘Matilda lived in a cosy, small cottage in the middle of a clearing in the dense, green forest.’ 
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This half term we will be exploring identifying one/ ten more or less that a given number and using our number bonds to 10 to solve different problems. We will be revising and developing our fluency in solving problems that involve addition and subtraction to 20. We will begin to develop our ability to use number lines to solve different mathematical problems. 
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In Science we will be learning about animal life cycles. We will consider how animals grow and mature, what they need to survive and how different animals (Including humans) look at different stages of their life. We will also explore exercise, eating the right amounts of different types of food and hygiene are important to maintain good health and wellbeing.

	Religious Education
In RE we will be exploring the concept of Special places. We will be exploring how different places may be special to some people and not others. We will consider our own special place and why it is important to us. Then we will consider why Hindu’s consider their temple a special place.
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In SMSC, we will continue be continuing the use of Happy Minds, which the children were introduced to in Year R and Year 1. We will begin by looking at the ‘Meet Your Brain’ module to learn about all of the different parts of the brain and the different jobs they have. We will also reintroduce Happy Breathing and when we can use it.
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This term in music we will be thinking about the different dynamics in a piece of music. We will
Using the themes of dragons to help explore the different dynamics as well as the different tempos a piece of music can have. 
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This term we will be looking at different pieces of African Art and the creative patterns that they use. We will then be designing and making our own Maasai warrior masks as well as headbands and bracelets in their style. 

	Physical Education
In PE this half term, we will be looking at Hockey and Tag-rugby. We will learn the skills of using hockey stick to control a ball and how to throw a rugby ball before learning the structure of these games and playing as a team. We will be able to play some competitive matches at the end of our units where the children can apply all of their learnt skills.
