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This half term we will be recapping their Phase 3 sounds. The children will then get to use these skills when we move onto Phase 4 which explores CVCC/CCVC/CCCVCC words such as tent, stop, split. 
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This half term the children start by learning about sharing things equally and then being able to put different quantities into groups. They will move onto recapping and further developing their understanding of repeating patterns and noticing these in more than just maths. We will finish on focusing on the children’s reasoning skills. 
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This half term the children will be able to demonstrate expressing their ideas and feelings about their experiences using full sentences, including use of past, present and future tenses and making use of conjunctions, with modelling and support from their teacher.


	My Happy Mind

This half term we will be exploring the unit Relate. The children will learn about the importance of being able to relate to and get along with others in order to have positive relationships. It uses Character Strengths to illustrate the need to be able to see other perspectives in order to build relationships.
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This half term the children will be able to:
Give focused attention to what the teacher says, responding appropriately even when engaged in activity, and show an ability to follow instructions involving several ideas or actions.
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This half term the children will explore, investigate and use a range of sounds including body sounds, other sound makers and classroom percussion.  They will begin to develop fine and gross motor control when playing with instruments and performing, becoming more accurate.
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This half term the children will plan and make their own farm animal by safely using and exploring a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.

This half term we will be either working with AAA Coaching looking at lots of different skills from ball skills, to fundamental movements or we will be practicing our swimming skills with Sharon the Swimming Coach.
