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This half term we will be continuing to learn recap our Phase 2 sounds ; b, h, l, ll, f,ff,and ss. The children will get to know how to pronounce the sound, find it within words and how to write each letter correctly. We will then begin the start of our Phase 3 sounds: J,V,Y,W, X and introducing more digraphs.
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This half term the children will be exploring circles and triangles, exploring numbers 1,2,3,4,5- how we can make them in different ways and being able to quickly identify an amount by looking at it (subtilizing), finishing off the term with exploring shapes with 4 sides. 
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This half term the children will look to articulate their ideas and thoughts in well-formed sentences, describe events in detail, use talk to help work out problems and to organise thinking and activities, develop social phrases, such as ‘good morning’, and connect one idea or action to another using a range of connectives


	Religious Education


This half term we will be exploring Special people- Why Jesus is special to Christians. share their experiences of special people listen to others and share their feelings, begin to recognise what special can mean, begin to recognise that Jesus is special to Christians, respond to the idea of Jesus being special.
