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This half term we will be continuing to learn our Phase 3 diagraphs. The children will get to know how to pronounce the sound, find it within words and how to write each diagraph correctly. A diagraph is when two or more letters work together to create one sound. For example ch-i-p.
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[bookmark: _GoBack]This half term the children will be exploring how numbers 6,7,8 are constructed e.g. 5+1=6. We will then move onto length, height and time. The children will explore looking at objects discussing which is smaller, larger or the same. They will also explore items discussing which is taller, shorter or the same.

This half term the children will continue to articulate their ideas and thoughts in well-formed sentences, describe events in detail, use talk to help work out problems and to organise thinking and activities. Our stage area will build their confidence in performing and speaking to small groups.
